 Clearfield County Conservation District Erosion and Sediment Control Plan Requirements for Small Projects - Example Standards and Specifications
 
  The following pages contain a partial listing of some of the most commonly used erosion and sedimentation control plan requirements used on small projects. This should not be considered a complete list of all acceptable standards and specifications for E&SC planning. 
  For a more comprehensive list of acceptable control measures and facilities, please refer to the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection's (PADEP):  Chapter 102, Erosion and Sediment Control Regulation (Jan. 2001). The following publications will also provide guidance:

The following is the fee schedule for the E & S Plan:
* Commercial/Industrial/Municipality:  $700 for first acre of disturbed earth, plus additional $25 per acre for every additional acre
* Residential/Individuals and Timber Harvesters:  $150 for first acre of disturbed earth, plus additional $25 per acre for every additional acre
 Fees apply to E&S plans associated with Chapter 105 Stream Encroachment General Permits.
 Fees will be waived for municipalities that are submitting plans for small projects that are being done in-house using their own equipment and manpower. For all other municipal projects, the standard E&S fess will apply.
Fees will be waived for the preparation of Conservation Plans for farming related activities.
If an E&S plan is returned to you as Technically Incomplete or lacking major components, an additional fee that is equal to the original fee will be required. You will also be responsible for the cost of us returning the plan.
Review of Borrow/Waste area associated with a NPDES Permit will be charged at the Residential/Individual rate.

Maps
Required is a site-specific map with site location, project boundaries, topographic features, north arrow and legend. The site map should include location of all earth disturbance activities and BMP locations. The location of all crossings of waters, wetlands, stream name and watershed areas shall be marked on the site-specific map. 
Required is a copy of a U.S. Geological Survey topographic map showing present topographic features with projected area outlined. The Conservation District Office has copies of the USGS topographic maps for your use. 
Copies of construction drawings (plan maps) can be submitted if they are available. 
Soils
Soil classification and descriptions are to be listed or written in a narrative. The list should include soil name (i.e., Binkerton Silt Loam), soil symbol (i.e., BRA), slope (0 to three (3) percent slopes), erosion hazard and include, if it is on the hydric soil component list. 
Include a photo of the soil map (aerial photo map) or include soil symbols on site-specific map. 
Soils information is available in the Soil Survey of Clearfield County, published by the USDA, Soil Conservation Service. These reports are available for review and copy at the Conservation District Office. 
Staging of Earthmoving Activities
A narrative or listing of the following should be included in the E & S Plan.
The following schedule of activities associated with this project shall be included:
                     Expected site work beginning and ending dates
                     Installation sequence
                     Removal of all temporary erosion control facilities
                     Permanent erosion control sequence
For effective erosion and sediment pollution control, an earthmoving project must be planned to minimize the amount of disturbance, as well as the time during which the soil is exposed to the forces of erosion. Note that the first step of a project should be the installation of the erosion control measures. 
Temporary E & S Control Measures
List appropriate erosion control measures that will be used. Include appropriate details and specifications. Standard details for standard filter fabric fence and straw bale barriers are attached to this example plan. The following is an example list of temporary E & S products:
                     Filter fabric fence
                     Straw bale barrier
                     Water bars / broad-based dips
                     Rock apron outlet protection
                     Jute / excelsior matting 
                     Rock filter
Permanent E & S Control Measures
Include specifications, types and application rates for vegetative cover to be used for permanent stabilization. It is suggested a hay or straw mulch covering of at least three (3) tons / acres be used with seed to provide additional erosion control. If any other permanent stabilization measures will be used, describe them. Appropriate seed mixtures for site-specific soil conditions are listed on the "Penn State Agronomy Guide", or the "Erosion Control and Conservation Plantings on Non-cropland Guide". Both are available through the Clearfield County Extension Office. 
Maintenance
A listing or narrative must be provided regarding maintenance of E & S controls on-site. 
To assure the erosion and sediment pollution control facilities are operational at all times, these facilities must be inspected, maintained and repaired weekly and after every rainfall event. Specific maintenance requirements for each temporary E & S product must be listed. 
List of Requirements to be Included in the Plan Narrative
            A.        All work will be done during low-flow conditions, avoiding periods during or immediately following heavy precipitation. 
            B.        Any and all equipment work will be done from the stream bank. Equipment should be inspected to ensure there is no leaking of lubricants, fuels, hydraulic fluids, etc. that could cause pollution. 
            C.        Excavation of stream banks for the purpose of keying in stone or other materials will be restricted to work that can be completed in one (1) day.
            D.        All disturbed areas will be stabilized immediately with rock and / or seeding and mulching during the one- (1) day construction limit.
            E.        Only clean, non-polluting materials shall be used as fill. Minimum stone size should be R-4, as rated by the National Stone Association. 
            F.         All structures shall be constructed according to the specific General Permit details. 
            G.        All excavated materials need to be immediately stabilized. All excavated materials not being used on the site must be immediately hauled to a disposal site located outside the floodplain. 
            H.        All earthmoving activities must incorporate measures to minimize accelerated erosion and must have erosion and sediment pollution control plan at the site of activity at all times. 
            I.          The Conservation District shall be notified ten (10) days prior to the start of project construction and five (5) days prior to any plan changes. 
            J.         The E & S Plan must be present on-site at all times. 
            K.        The site must be available for inspection by a representative of the Clearfield County Conservation District or PADEP at any time. 
            L.         Past, present and proposed land uses. 
            M.        Name of receiving stream and classification (i.e., CWF).
            N.        A program for recycling or disposal of materials associated with or from the project site. 
This packet has been prepared by the Clearfield County Conservation District to assist individuals in satisfying the requirements of 25 PA Code Chapter 102.5, pertaining to Erosion and Sediment Pollution Control Plans for Low-impact Earthmoving Projects. The Conservation District may require additional measures to be planned and implemented for projects that may create a significant impact to the environment.
