Envirothon Rules and Regulations

1. Competitors must be enrolled in grade levels nine (9) through twelve (12) or equivalent home education program ranking.

2. Each team or team member shall participate in only one county event per school year.

3. All team members must represent the same educational unit (public, private, parochial, non-traditional school).

4. Each school may send up to (3) High School teams and (2) Jr. High teams to the County Envirothon. Each participating school may send a maximum of five (5) team members per team and up to two (2) adult advisors. Team members may not be drawn from different schools.

5. Any team that brings more than five (5) students shall be subject to disqualification.

6. Envirothon participants shall only use reference or source materials provided by agency or Envirothon representatives at the stations. No personal reference materials are allowed on the testing circuit.

7. No Electronic or battery-operated devices (i.e. ipod, cell phones, pagers, calculators, computers, camcorders, cameras, or taping devices) will not be allowed at the testing stations.

8. No backpacks or similar cases shall be taken on the testing circuit. A small device for carrying personal items (i.e. lip balm, medications, sunscreen, etc.) may be allowed, but must be turned over to the station judges during the testing.

9. Identification tags will be provided by the district on the day of the event and must be worn at all times.

10. All test score are final and are property of the Clearfield County Conservation District.

11. Each individual team will stay together during the competition. The advisor(s) shall not assist their team in the actual competition.

12. Transportation will be the responsibility of each participating school.

13. The winning team will be the team with the highest cumulative total points for the five events. Awards will be presented.

14. Registration forms listing team members must be submitted by April 11, 2016.

15. Lunch will be provided by the Old Town Sportsmen.

16. All decisions made by the Clearfield County Conservation District are final.

17. Rules and Regulations of the Envirothon are subject to change. Any and all changes will be announced before the competition begins.
